So what is this 
thing? 
A Jubilee Year is a 
special celebration 
the Church holds at 
least once every 25 
years. It’s a year of 
pilgrimages, of a fo-
cus on the spiritual 
life, of confession 
and special Masses, 
and of a general turn 
towards God in 

thanksgiving, and in repentance. 
 
It’s often said that Jubilee years are all about seeking and 
giving forgiveness - asking God and one another for for-
giveness, and offering forgiveness to the people we need 
to forgive. 
 

Customarily, Catholics can receive a “Jubilee indulgence” 
during a Jubilee year, by going to confession, receiving 
the Eucharist, praying for the pope, and by making a pil-
grimage — either to the basilicas of Rome, to the Holy 
Land, or the cathedral church of a local diocese. Those 
who could not make a pilgrimage could instead make a 
spiritual sacrifice or a work of mercy.

Un Año Jubilar es una 
celebración especial que la 
Iglesia realiza al menos una 
vez cada 25 años. Es un año 
de peregrinaciones, de 
enfoque en la vida espiritual, 
de confesión y Misas 
especiales, y de un giro 
general hacia Dios en acción 
de gracias y arrepentimiento. 

A menudo se dice que los 
Años Jubilares tratan sobre 
buscar y dar perdón: pedir 
perdón a Dios y a los demás, 

y ofrecer perdón a las personas a quienes necesitamos perdonar. 

Por lo general, los católicos pueden recibir una “indulgencia 
jubilar” durante un Año Jubilar al confesarse, recibir la 
Eucaristía, orar por el Papa y hacer una peregrinación, ya sea a 
las basílicas de Roma, a Tierra Santa o a la iglesia catedral de una 
diócesis local. Aquellos que no puedan hacer una peregrinación 
pueden, en su lugar, hacer un sacrificio espiritual o una obra de 
misericordia.
